Accredited Agency Award?
Only 7.5% of Illinois’ 400+ park and
recreation agencies have achieved the
Distinguished Agency honor.

This year, award criteria were revised to
becomemore stringent and reflect an
“accreditation” status. Addison ParkDistrict
is one of the first five agencies to become a
DistinguishedAccreditedAgency,
recognizing us as a parks and recreation
leader in the State of Illinois.

In 2009, a Park District committee worked on
an extensive application that evaluated best
practices in six areas: facilities and parks,
finance and business operations, general
management, legal, personnel and
recreation services.

After successful completion of the application,
the district was reviewed by an evaluation
team of park district commissioners, directors
and other parks and recreation experts.

Addison Park District’s Distinguished
Accredited Agency Award is another sign of
our commitment and responsibility to
provide the best possible parks and recreation
services to the Addison community.

The park district’s Distinguished Accredited
Agency Award will be on permanent display at
Community Recreation Center, 120 E. Oak
Street, and Centennial Recreation
